Regulated medical  (i.e. biohazardous, biomedical, 
path, infectious) waste is regulated by the Department 
of Transportation as a hazardous material, and as 
such, its transport is subject to certain regulatory 
training requirements. 

If you use biohazard containers or sign Regulated 
Medical Waste Manifests, you need to complete the 
Regulated Medical Waste Training course.   

The training consists of a 5 page document, plus a 14 
question test and can be found at:

Once a completed test is received by EHS, you will be 
issued a certificate that shows you have met the regu-
latory training and testing requirements for the prepa-
ration of regulated medical waste for shipment.
